Mail Ballot Horror Show (XIV): Dead People Voting?

King County Elections posts the voter id's of returned (not necessarily accepted) absentee
ballots <http://www.metrokc.gov/elections/abstats/> . The statewide database indicates
that several of these voters had been cancelled as deceased.

It's possible the sender might have written deceased on the return envelope. But some of
these registrations were cancelled months ago and the ballots shouldn't necessarily have
been issued. It's possible the registrations were cancelled in error and subsequently
reinstated? (some reappear as active in later database releases). But incorrectly
cancelling eligible voters isn't such a good move either.
